I was involved with Larry’s hiring in 1982. Carl Estell hired Larry to
build a Vehicle Maintenance department at Tramco in their first
hangar at Paine Field. Larry was given basically a one car garage in
the corner of Hangar 2 to fix and maintain all our trucks, lifts,
generators, work stands, tow tractors, a bus, aircraft jacks, aircraft
heaters, and the Bosses fleet of personal vehicles. For a time he
worked alone, then he finally started to get some helpers. In 1986
Tramco completed an addition to it’s South Complex
Office/Warehouse/Shop building with a dedicated six bay Vehicle
Maintenance department plus a real office for Larry! Larry continued
to grow his department as Tramco added hundreds of pieces of
equipment. Larry also was responsible for developing a routine
maintenance program to try and stay ahead of the breakdowns. As
the business grew by leaps and bounds, a third hangar was built
(Opened November 1993) that incorporated a larger facility for the
Ground Support portion of the Vehicle Maintenance department.
Larry now employed nearly a dozen employees working two shifts,
7 days a week. Larry worked hard for the next 9 years to support as
many as 2600 employees throughout five separate facilities and
thousands of pieces of equipment. Without Larry’s hard work and
years of dedication, ATS would not have become the world class
business it is today. 

 Then in August of 2002 Larry was ready to move to eastern
Washington.
