raising pigs to picking rocks, he was a part of it all. Tracy was preceded in
death by his paternal grandparents, Tobias and Johanna Loeffelbein; his
maternal grandparents, Lawrence and Goldie Schlicker; and his

cousin, Todd Lolkus. He is survived by his parents, Wilfred and Lois
Loeffelbein; three sisters, Stacie (Kevin) Dunagan of Ephrata, Kerry (Scott)
Cook of Ephrata, Candy (Fred) Anderson of Spokane; one brother, Casey
Loeffelbein of Ephrata; his nieces and nephews; as well as



many aunts, uncles, and cousins.
